The capital city of Scotland. Located in the south-east of Scotland, Edinburgh lies on the east coast of the Central 
Belt, along the Firth of Forth, near the North Sea. Owing to its rugged setting and vast collection of Medieval and 
Georgian architecture, including numerous stone tenements, it is often considered one of the most picturesque 
cities in Europe. The Old Town and New Town districts of Edinburgh were listed as a World Heritage Site in 1995 
and there are over 4,500 listed buildings within the city

Glasgow

Glasgow is the largest city in Scotland 
and third most populous in the United 
Kingdom. The city is situated on the 
River Clyde in the country's west central 
lowlands. A person from Glasgow is 
known as a Glaswegian, which is also 
the name of the local dialect.

St. Andrews

The town is named after Saint Andrew the Apostle. 
St Andrews has a population of 16,596 making this 
the fifth largest settlement in Fife.

Today, St Andrews is known worldwide as the 
"home of golf".
